PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She did have her gallbladder removed.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN PRODUCTS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does smoke one pack of cigarettes on a daily basis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and obese.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/63. Pulse 70. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 96%. Current weight 217 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Examination of the scalp does reveal no active lice moving around. However, she does have nits that are present on hair follicles and many different places.
NECK: Soft. 
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Head lice. The patient will be given a prescription for Sklice to be applied as directed. She will follow those instructions and then return to clinic if not successful.
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
