HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in as a followup. He was actually seen in our office four days ago. Apparently since that time, he is improving, but every time that he eats something he tends to get nauseated and he does vomits.

He is currently on Histex PD for cough and I have given him amoxicillin as an antibiotic. He tolerates those medications, but once again when he eats foods, he does get nauseated. Mother is wanting something for that today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is taking amoxicillin and Histex.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and brother. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/61. Pulse 101. Respirations 16. Temperature 99. Oxygenation 99% on room air. 

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Improved over the last visit. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. We did a strep test last visit three days ago and it was negative. 

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Nausea and vomiting. Zofran 4 mg/5 mL, he will be prescribed 4 mL three times a day as needed p.r.n. for nausea and vomiting #48 mL.

2. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, mother will monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call if not improving.
