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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1985, when he was stationed in Germany.  The patient tells me that his barrack mate dropped a ball bearing onto the top of his head.  The patient tells me that it was heavy ball bearing.  The patient was not wearing a helmet at that time.  It landed on the top of the head on the right side.  The patient instantly felt dizzy.  He fell nauseous.  He was seeing stars.  The patient was confused and disoriented for the rest of the day.  The patient tells me he did not have loss of consciousness.  However, he has severe headache for the rest of the day.
The patient has significant headaches since then.  Specifically in the top on the right side of the head, there is a large bump on top of the head.  On the right side of the head, there is a large elevated bump.  The patient tells me it is painful to touch.  It has been persistent since the injury.  The patient has headache almost on consistent every day basis.  It has also affected his memory.  His memory is very poor.  The patient is not able to concentrate and focus because of this.  He also gets dizziness and lightheadedness sometimes from this.

The patient tells me that he is currently not working.  He is not working because of atrial fibrillation and SVT.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient in 1985 in Germany, a barrack mate dropped a ball bearing on top of his head on the right side.  The patient immediately has severe headache, confusion, disorientation, seeing stars, and dizziness.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  The patient had confusion and disorientation for the whole day.  The patient has nausea for the whole day.  Since the event, the patient has a bump on top of the head on the right side where the impact was.  The patient tells me that it is painful to touch.  He has headaches almost every day.  The patient has short-term memory loss since then.  The patient also has severe headaches everyday.  The patient has dizziness and nausea from this.  His memory is also affected.

A MoCA examination shows that the missed 4 on the delay recall.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  There is clear physical injury to the scalp, with a big bump on the top of the head on the right side.  The patient also has consistent every day headaches, cognitive deficits, memory loss, and difficulty to concentrate, dizziness, and nausea symptoms.  These are all traumatic brain injury signs and symptoms.
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
