Dear Mr. Badia:

Thank you for referring Mr. Angela Lugo for Infectious Disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient is a 55-year-old male with a history of HIV dating back 23 years. According to the patient, he was off medications for approximately 20 years and been followed by a physician in New York City. He was apparently told that he did not need long-term antiviral therapy; however, no documentation is available at this time and viral load is not available. The patient apparently started Biktarvy one year ago. His viral load at that time was not available. However, it was now detectable after being on Biktarvy for a year. Concern is for possible resistance.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for anxiety and depression.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative colonoscopy in 2023.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not drink, smoke, or use intravenous drugs. He is married. Partner also non-detectable.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

MEDICATIONS: Clonazepam, bupropion, zolpidem, and *__________*.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Well-nourished, well-developed male.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 160 pounds, pulse 76, respiratory rate 18, and blood pressure 118/70.

HEAD: Normal.

EARS: Normal.

NOSE: Normal.

THROAT: Normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

IMPRESSION: Detectable viremia on Biktarvy. Possibilities include viral resistance. The patient denies noncompliance. Original viral load and genotype not available. We will attempt to obtain viral genotype and review old chart when available. We will make further recommendations when the results of the genotype are available. We will follow along with you and add further recommendations.
