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1. SW, 7-year-old young man with fever. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI. The box was full. Could not leave a message. Sent home with no medications.
2. DM, 35-year-old male with headache, chest pain, cough, and congestion. The patient had a full workup including CBC, CMP, UA, UDS, and CT of the head, they were all negative. Treated with Zofran and Toradol. Doing much better now. Appreciated the thorough workup he said.

3. DS, is a 23-year-old young lady with left forearm pain after falling down at home. X-rays were negative. Diagnosed with contusion. Phone was busy.

4. KB, 25-year-old with abdominal pain. Swab test negative. The patient had epigastric tenderness. Treated with Zofran. GI cocktail, IV fluid and Protonix. Apparently, the patient felt nauseous, drank a lot of water and then had epigastric pain. Left message for the patient to call me back.

5. EE, 33-year-old woman with right third toe cellulitis secondary to an insect bite. Treated with doxycycline. Doing well at this time.
6. KC, 4-year-old with fever, cough, and runny nose. Diagnosed with COVID. Treated with Zofran, Motrin and Tylenol. Still a little achy today, but doing fine. The patient was seen by the nurse practitioner. They were happy with the care received.

7. PJ, is a 21-year-old male with possible STD. STD panel was sent out. Diagnosed with HSV type I. Treated with valacyclovir by the nurse practitioner. He was happy with the care received. 
8. EM, is a 35-year-old woman with history of HIV complaining of vaginal pain. CBC, CMP, and urinalysis negative. STD panel sent. Diagnosed with HSV vaginal and UTI, treated with valacyclovir and Bactrim DS. Left message for the patient to call me back. The patient was seen by the nurse practitioner.

The patient was diagnosed with DKA, sent to Texas Children, doing fine now. Mother was very happy with the care received.

11. JD, is a 62-year-old male comes in with leg pain and ankle pain. D-dimer was negative. Doppler was negative, but he refused x-rays. Sent home with antiinflammatory. Left message.

12. KJ, is a 19-year-old lady with a rash on the wrist. The patient states that she left because she did not have time to wait, but is planning on going back or see her primary care doctor. I encouraged her to do the latter.
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
