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1. AH 69-year-old with leg pain consistent with radiculopathy. CT confirmed severe central canal stenosis. The patient was given medications, antiinflammatory pain medication. Left message for him to call me back.

2. BS, 48-year-old male with burning on the face after opening up the radiator. His wife states he is in county jail for arson. She does not know why. He was treated appropriately.

3. AT, is an 18-year-old with chest pain. Cardiac workup negative. CPK was 400. This 18-year-old lady had used THC and amphetamine which was probably cause of her chest pain per Dr. Maroney, not given any medication. Wrong number was left at the hospital.

4. MK, is a 51-year-old woman with constipation and abdominal pain. She was treated with Zofran and morphine. She was tachycardic. Labs: CT, amylase, and lipase all negative and diagnosed with constipation, treated for constipation. She did not answer the phone.

5. CH, is a 28-year-old young lady with flu-like symptoms. Positive strep. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Given Augmentin. I am doing much better thank you she states.

6. ER, 40-year-old woman for foreign object in the ear, looked to be a tip from a cotton tip, removed without any difficulty. She was happy with Dr. Maroney.

7. KS, is a 22-year-old with a nosebleed, dizziness and headaches. CBC, CMP, and INR were all negative. Diagnosed with anxiety and nosebleed. The phone number that was left is not a working number, not treated with any medication.

8. MM, is a 4-year-old with right-sided blepharitis lower lid. Not given any medications. Sent home with hot compress. The phone number was restricted, not accepting phone calls.
9. DR, is a 3-year-old young lady throwing up, diarrhea and running nose. Positive strep. Diagnosed with viral gastritis. Treated with Rocephin and sent home.

10. BL, is a 26-year-old with nausea and vaginal discharge. Diagnosed with vaginitis. Treated with Rocephin and azithromycin, was happy with the care received.
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11. RO, 41-year-old male with lower abdominal pain. CBC, CMP, urinalysis, UDS, lipase, amylase, and CT were all negative. Sent home with abdominal pain after giving Zofran, Toradol and IV fluids. He states that he felt much better when he was in the emergency room and appreciated to everyone that “took care of him.”

12. CD, is a 56-year-old male comes in with dizziness overheating. Blood work confirmed volume depletion. H&H 18 and 54. Swab test negative. EKG negative. Cardiac workup negative. Chest x-ray negative. Given 1L of fluid and sent home with prescription for metoprolol because he was hypertensive and out of medications and also his metformin was refilled by Dr. Maroney. Left message for the patient to call me back.

13. MR, is a 9-year-old with cough, wheezing and congestion. Swab test with positive strep. Treated with Rocephin and Xopenex in the Emergency Room. Sent home with prednisone, albuterol and azithromycin. The family was elated by Dr. Maroney’s care and the patient is doing much better.
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
