History: Mr. Ramsey was seen today. He was accompanied by his wife. Mr. Ramsey has rheumatoid arthritis. We found PVCs on his EKG on his last visit. His rheumatologist he was seeing passed away. So, the patient saw me for wanting prescription of methotrexate. The Scott & White then gave him an appointment in Temple, Texas somewhere in November which they are going to keep. I started doing tests to monitor his methotrexate use by doing chest x-ray, by doing labs and EKG when we found the multiple PVCs. His labs were essentially normal though A1c increased to 7.5. The only change was the patient’s sugars were getting low on glyburide, Janumet and Ozempic. He was on glyburide 10 mg twice a day; the wife tells me he still has two big bottles, at least we will get him started with glyburide 10 mg once a day, continue Ozempic at the same dose. The wife is not keen on increasing the Ozempic dose to 1 mg. He does not have any GI symptoms. He is going to be seen as he has PVCs on EKG today. I discussed with family that diabetes is considered heart disease. Even though two years ago he had a cardiology evaluation with Dr. Mays, with recent PVCs, he does need to see her again; a referral will be sent. The patient will be seen by cardiologist and then appropriate decision will be made about continuing methotrexate or doing further cardiac workup. Need to note, the patient has not had a dizzy spell.
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
