HISTORY: This is a 7-year-old child accompanied by mother here for followup from the emergency room. Mother states that child was recently seeing in the emergency room diagnosis Scarlet fever. Child received some antibiotics by injections in the ER and was recommended she receives one more. Mother indicated that child has been itching the rash especially on her scalp.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Zithromax.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Cancer, hypertension, seizures, and asthma.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Rash and pruritus. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies change in activities.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented. The patient is visibly itching her scalp.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% on room air.

Blood pressure is 115/80.
Pulse is 121.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 99.0.

SKIN: Erythematous maculopapular rash discreetly distributed on upper extremity, trunk and scalp.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Scarlet fever, improving.
2. Rash.
3. Pruritus.
PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient is receiving injection of Rocephin 500 mg IM. She was observed in the clinic for additional 15/20 minutes after which she was reevaluated. She reports no adverse effects from the medication. She was sent home with hydroxyzine 10/5 mL 10 mL p.o. daily at bedtime for 14 days #140 mL. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
