HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old young man here due to having some ear discomfort. Mother states he has had fevers off and on. We did a strep test today. It was negative. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. No shortness of breath. No cough. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder function as usual. Once again, basic complaint is he had some ear discomfort and fever a few days ago.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Canals are clear. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. We did a strep test, it was negative.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. Pulse rate is 74,

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Seasonal allergies. He does have runny nose. Other complaint that he has had as far as feeling the ears pop also attributed to the same. The patient will receive his Zyrtec 5 mg/5 mL one teaspoon on a daily basis for 10 days ,50 mL.
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
