History: Ms. Ramos was seen today. Ms. Ramos has two cancers; bladder cancer and a kidney cancer. She is being treated for kidney cancer by MD Anderson as well as the Cancer Center and bladder cancer is being treated by Dr. Ravanbakhsh. She gets the infusion of chemotherapy for kidney cancer once a month and once a week infusion for bladder cancer by Dr. Ravanbakhsh, the urologist. The patient states she has finished the infusion for bladder cancer and she has an appointment this Thursday to check into her bladder as to how that is doing following the infusion of chemotherapy. There is a note there that stated the patient had kidney cancer penetrating into the inferior vena cava. The patient is tolerating the chemo infusion well once a month. The patient was given a flu shot today. Her A1c was in the 7s, which is as best as what she can have at this point considering all the treatment that she is going through. Her blood pressure is good. She was given the flu shot. The patient’s consultant records are huge and it took time for me to review and discuss with the patient. It seems MD Anderson is not planning to see her anymore because of insurance issues. The patient was advised to bring her husband to the next visit, as it is due for him to come and also get the flu shot. We will try to get results of labs from Dr. Ravanbakhsh’s office. So, the patient has:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Kidney cancer.

4. Bladder cancer.
She is on infusions for kidney cancer once a month and on infusions for bladder cancer once a week and she just completed 30 days and is going to have a cystoscopy done. Fluad flu shot was given.
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
