History: Ms. Nickerson is a pleasant African American female who is unfortunate in that she lost her left foot both lateral toes the fourth and fifth toe of a diabetic foot infection. She still has an open wound on the lateral right side of leg. Ms. Nickerson does have open wound. We undressed her and we removed the two layers of bandages that were on her left leg and some of it needed to be trimmed by a scissors that was done. The patient gets every Friday wound care from the Wound Care Center at College Station Medical Center and she gets the nursing care for every Monday and Tuesday. The Accent home health care goes to her house and helps her with the wound. The wound is still open and it seems the lesion seemed to be crusted. This is a difficult wound to heal. She is wearing a big brace over her right leg. There was a small amount of a fetid smell from the wound, but the patient tells me that it is because of the CV dressing that is being done. The wound was later cleaned and antibiotic ASAP gel was used. The patient is going to be seen in the office in one month.
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
