HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-month-old little girl. Mother was concerned because her daughter had been coughing a few days ago. Mother thinks she is having a hard time breathing. She is here for evaluation today.

The patient seems to be eating well. She is breast-fed. She takes a normal amount of volume and she has good wet diapers; six to eight wet diapers on a daily basis. There is no off-color in her stool. No diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is lying quietly sleeping. No issue breathing. She, for all apparent display, seems to be a normal healthy little girl. The patient is awake now, being held by the mother.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: There is no erythema there. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. I do not perceive any lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear. No wheezing. Breath sounds are completely clear. No altered breathing displayed. Correct amount of breaths per minute as well.
HEART: Normal rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: No abdominal pain. No distention. No discomfort.
The patient quietly cooperates through the exam, a little upset when I tried to look at her throat, but basically seems to be a healthy little girl.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cough, possibly was worse a few days ago. She did not cough once for me today. She does the normal infant type sounds and she seems to be back to normal now. Cough resolved for now. No medications will be given. I have encouraged mother to get plenty of fluids into her as well as a watchful waiting and use infant Vicks on her chest at night when she tries to sleep that may assist as well.
2. They will return to clinic as needed.
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
