HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is present. Oropharyngeal area: Very mild erythema, nothing ominous. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy detected.
