The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna was concerned about that she is not doing well. When I asked her why she is not doing well this morning she described last night she dd not sleep. She has intermittent awakening and when she worked this morning she was nauseated and not happy. I further discussed the reason for morning could be part of more acid formation in her stomach. Therefore she should use any antacid and also take something in the morning when she woke up and take some cookies or something, which cannot be acid provoking to which she agreed. She took something at 5’o clock. I further discussed that she can take some more and take some antacid. She should take rest if she is not feeling good. She will be okay after sometime to which she agreed. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She described the pharmacy reported to her that her seroquel 50 mg dose 30 tablets was picked up by someone and she does not have for her. Therefore she wants to have another prescription. I explained her she should discuss with the pharmacy no body can pick up her prescription and it is not right thing to do. She states she is going to talk with the pharmacy, but at the same time for precautionary measure I will send her a prescription to which she agreed. The patient was cooperative, appropriate, and attentive. She looks improved and not been making more somatic complaint as it was doing before. A followup appoijntment was given in two weeks.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder mixed.

PLAN: Continue with the seroquel 75 mg at bedtime and Lamictal 325 mg daily. She does not need any prescription except she needs seroquel 50 mg h.s. 30 tablets was ordered. Prognosis is guarded. We will see her in two weeks.
