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1. EM, 15-year-old young man with a dog bite. Steri-Strips were applied. The patient was treated with Amoxil and notified Dr. Maroney to please consider Augmentin. They said she knew that, but she was too tired and she forgot. The patient’s mother was happy, but the patient is still having a lot of pain and now drainage and redness and they are going back to the emergency room Monday for a recheck.

2. AO, is a 26-year-old female with toothache, treated with Rocephin and Toradol, but sent home with no medications. Consider antibiotics to be sent home with the patient since we do not know how long it is going to take for them to see the dentist. She was referred to the dentist. She was happy with the care received.

3. JS, is a 49-year-old with right leg cellulitis, redness, and swelling. Treated with doxycycline. Definitely improving. CBC, CMP, and Doppler studies were negative. Happy with the care.
4. MN, is a 5-year-old child with headache, sore throat, nausea, and vomiting. Seen by the nurse practitioner, diagnosed with strep. Treated with Zofran and Amoxil. Left message for the patient to call back.

5. RU, 43-year-old male with swollen ankle, fractured medial malleolus on x-ray. Sent home with a splint. No pain medications given once again. Did not discuss with the physician. The patient did not answer the phone.

6. CW, 49-year-old male with diabetes, obesity, hypertension and hyperlipidemia, seen with headache, cough and congestion. Chest x-ray negative. Positive strep. Treated with Amoxil. The patient was seen by the nurse practitioner. The mailbox is full.

7. MB, is a 59-year-old woman with heel pain, seen by nurse practitioner. She was told years ago she has heel spur. The nurse practitioner did not order x-ray. The patient states that the x-ray that was done on her heel was years ago in Nevada. The patient was given Motrin 600 mg. The pain is better and she states the lady was very nice. Once again, she was seen by nurse practitioner. Please consider x-ray of all joints in areas of pain especially since none has been done for so long.
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8. AL, is a 33-year-old woman with chills, fever and cough. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with a URI by nurse practitioner. Given Motrin for aches and pains and Zofran. She was sent home after the patient did well with a fluid challenge in the emergency room and it was documented. Left message for the patient to call me back.

9. BL, is a 22-year-old woman with back pain; low back pain to be exact. The patient was diagnosed with UTI, treated with Bactrim DS and Motrin 600 mg by nurse practitioner. Left message for the patient to call back.

10. AB, is a 41-year-old male with rash between his legs, diagnosed with abrasion and given Bactroban. The phone number left is bogus.

11. EW, 10-month-old baby, lethargic, coughing, drowsy, tachycardic, and tachypneic. O2 sat was 98%. Swab tests were positive for RSV. Chest x-ray was negative for pneumonia. I have been trying to call the parent three times and no one answered to make sure the baby is okay and was sent home with no medications for RSV.

12. AW, is a 25-year-old young lady with runny nose, cough and congestion. Swab tests were negative. The patient also states that she had been raped. Police was called. She was treated with Rocephin, azithromycin and Flagyl. No one answered the phone.

13. MC, is a 32-year-old woman with umbilical hernia. No incarceration. No strangulation. Given no meds, sent home.

14. ZH, 17-year-old with chest pain and shortness of breath. Swab test, chest x-ray and EKG negative. Diagnosed with URI and given albuterol. Sent home. Mother was very happy with the care received.
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
