The patient was seen via Doxy and the patient has consented for telehealth appointment. 

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenka described that she has been doing very well with the medication. She denies any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. Since she is taking this medication, she has not been having any panic attacks although she does not want to stop it as this panic attack is very difficult to control and she feels so good with the medication that she does not want to stop it. I explained her risk, benefit and side effect. She also discussed that she is not taking Klonopin every time. She keeps it only whenever she needs it. She denies any side effect of the medication. The patient has been having some other medication for high blood pressure and mild obesity, but denies any other medication. 
ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder with history of panic attack. No panic attacks since she is on medication. 
PLAN: Continue Cymbalta 20 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg p.r.n. A 30-day supply of the medication was ordered.
