SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: As per staff, Peter has been taking Adderall and Klonopin from different physician despite getting from my office. It was noted that on Michigan Medication Map, it was 510 which is over than average. I explained to Mr. Peter that it is dangerous and he should not do that. He described that he is already going to his primary psychiatrist Dr. Kim and he is going to fill the prescription. Therefore, I am going to close this case from my care. Last time I gave the patient Adderall 20 mg b.i.d. and Klonopin 1 mg b.i.d. #60 tablets were given. However, since he has been taking all these medications, I am going to stop it. He will call the office and he will be discharged from my care. The patient agreed with the plan. Peter described otherwise he has been doing all right and he does not have any suicidal thoughts or any problem. He has been also getting Haldol for his hallucination although he is doing better on the medication.
PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
