Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Trimble comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he worked as a landscaper, but had to stop in 2017 because he had a motor vehicle accident. He states that he has knee and back pain which prevents him from functioning adequately in the work environment. He states that he broke the “socket” on the left eye. He states that he has blurred vision. He did not have eye surgery. He does not use eye drops. 
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/50 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.75 –1.00 x 150 on the right and –1.00 –0.50 x 020 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +1.50 measures 20/70 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 10 on the right and 12 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows peripheral cobblestone degeneration on the right side. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field test utilizing a kinetic perimeter with a III4e stimulus without correction and with poor reliability shows 68 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 57 degrees of horizontal field on the left. 

Assessment:
1. Myopia.

2. Accommodative insufficiency.

Mr. Trimble has a relatively unremarkable examination. He does not have clinical findings to support the restriction of the visual field nor the decrease of the visual acuity. His prognosis is uncertain.
Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read moderate size print, distinguish between moderate size objects, and avoid hazards in his environment. Also, he can use a computer.
