Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Mitchell comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He was last examined here in 2014 at which time it was noted that he had amblyopia and nystagmus. He states that his vision and ability to function has not changed since that time. He had eye surgery when he was approximately four years old. He states that he has had various jobs over the years, but he could not maintain them. His last job was working as a dishwasher and he states that he had to stop approximately two years ago for non-medical reasons. He states that he experienced a gunshot wound to his back in January 2023 and now has back pain which prevents him from working.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/60 on the right and 20/50 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.25 –0.50 x 030 on the right and –0.25 –0.50 x 175 on the left. The near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/70 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a small alternating exotropia. The muscle movements show a lateral jerking and shimmering nystagmus on both sides. The intraocular pressures measure 8 on the right and 15 on the left with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral inferior corneal pannus that does not involve the visual axis. There are no cataracts. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on each side. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field test utilizing a kinetic test with a III4e stimulus without correction with good reliability shows 73 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 68 degrees of horizontal field on the left. 

Assessment:
1. Nystagmus.
2. Amblyopia.

3. Corneal pannus.

Mr. Mitchell has clinical findings that are relatively unchanged from his last examination here in 2014.
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Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. However, he can read moderate size print, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is stable.
