History: Ms. Mattijetz is an elderly white male unfortunate. He has severe diabetic retinopathy both eyes. He states he was going to do a curb pickup from HEB when because of intense sunlight he could not see properly and he ended up hitting a truck that was parked on the side of the road last Wednesday and he states the police ended up giving him a ticket even though the car was parked at a wrong place. He states he has about a $2000 damage to his car. He states he wants his car to get fixed. He is on chronic dialysis. He is now stressed because of the pain he has in his back and upper extremities and his whole upper and lower back. He is trying to use Tylenol because of his severe kidney problems and diabetes. He cannot use NSAIDs. The patient could not come to the office. He was depressed about his situation. He states his neighbor went and picked up the groceries that he was going to buy from HEB the day he had the accident. He did not feel like going to the emergency room. He wanted to inform me of what exactly had happened and take my suggestions. I suggested heating pad and local application of Voltaren gel. He did not want x-rays or any muscle relaxants. He states he will let me know if he cannot handle it. He states he would rather be in his home environment because he can walk slowly and handle himself. He states he has enough food at home and that he does not need any help with the food. His main thing is pain. I told him to contact social worker at the Dialysis Center to help if there is any medical transportation available that could be free because currently he uses Brazos Transit. I asked him if he needed a shower chair or others, but currently he is not ready to use any. He does not have means or transportation to go and select any equipment. He states the home health care only provides vital signs, which he gets three days anyway. So, basically, he has had a motor vehicle accident with back pain, neck pain and myalgias and anxiety about his future ability to drive and get the car fixed and lot of counseling was done. We will make a followup visit with him in a week. The patient has no capacity to do a video visit. His telephone is very old and he uses only for emergency uses only. Serial exams needed. We will see him in the office in a week.
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
