SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today as a followup in subacute rehab. The patient is doing well. His right knee is getting better. He has few days ago ___18__ x-ray was done was unremarkable. Today, his ankle is also feeling better. The patient has no shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. He is sitting on the chair and looks comfortable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. He does have expressive aphagia from the previous traumatic brain injury.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 107/70, pulse 90, temperature 98, respiration 18, and pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. Right knee some tenderness and deep palpation but there is no redness. He is significantly improving and the scar is well healed.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, oriented x3, and cooperative.

LABS: Reviewed by me. His recent labs WBC 4.7, hemoglobin 14.8, hematocrit 45.9, platelet count is 136, sodium 139, potassium 4.0, chloride 106, CO2 22, glucose 100, alkaline phosphatase 322, AST 153, and ALT 154.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted and he has ambulatory dysfunction, recent right knee septic arthritis, and completed antibiotic course.

2. Recent pneumonia aspiration treated clinically improved and tolerating PO diet.

3. Liver mass suspected liver carcinoma. He has been evaluated by hematology and oncology and they will follow him outpatient.

4. History of traumatic brain injury with right sided weakness.

5. Dysarthria secondary to traumatic brain injury.

PLAN: The patient has known elevated liver enzymes, transaminitis, and outpatient followup has been arranged with hematology and oncology for suspected liver cancer and he will need outpatient liver biopsy.
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
