PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/70, pulse 70, temperature 98.2, respiration 18, and pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3. She has a left-sided weakness from the previous stroke and she used wheelchair to ambulate.

ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA with left-sided weakness.

2. Ambulatory dysfunction.

3. Diastolic CHF.

4. Type II diabetes mellitus.

5. History of CAD.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. For the low back pain, we will continue Tylenol 650 mg q.6h p.r.n. Discussed with nursing staff.
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
