SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 69-year-old gentleman who is referred to see me by Dr. Bowden.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes the following:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Diabetes mellitus type II for more than 24 years.

4. GERD.

5. Anxiety disorder was made worse after the death of his wife.

6. History of schwannoma left side of neck status post extensive resection resulting in left facial paralysis.

7. History of diverticulosis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes cataract surgery bilateral, hemorrhoid surgery, resection of neck schwannoma, spinal surgery, and spinal stenosis surgery. The patient resulted in a gold plate in his left eyelid after that surgery.

ALLERGIES: SULFA.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is widowed. No family left. He lives alone. No smoking. No alcohol. No drug use. He used to work in resale.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father history unknown. Mother had diabetes mellitus type II.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Includes amlodipine, diazepam, enalapril, atorvastatin, ergocalciferol, glyburide, metformin, metoprolol, and omeprazole.

COVID VACCINE IMMUNIZATION STATUS: He receives six doses of the COVID-19 shots.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient has occasional headache. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No heartburn. No nausea. No vomiting. No abdominal pain. He does have history of IBS symptoms on and off constipation versus diarrhea. He does have nocturia up to seven times at night or incomplete bladder emptying at times. No straining upon urination. He dose report stool incontinence. No swelling of the legs. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Pale conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: The patient has left facial paralysis.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Recent COVID-19 infection in August 2023 recovered without sequela.

2. Hypertension control in the office. Continue current blood pressure medications.

3. Hyperlipidemia. We will recheck his lipid panel.

4. Diabetes mellitus type II. Liable with high and low blood sugars. He is following with Dr. Bajaj Mandeep at Baylor. We are going to assess and adjust medications once we get his workup back.

5. GERD. Continue with omeprazole for now.

6. Anxiety disorder. He takes diazepam on as needed basis.

7. History of schwannoma resection resulted in left facial paralysis that is a chronic problem.
