Mr. Jackson is a 61-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2003. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, status post CABG surgery in 2020, and MI. He also has a history of three blood clots and has seven toes amputated. For his diabetes, he is on Soliqua 21 units once daily and glipizide 10 mg twice a day. He has been out of his Jardiance 25 mg over the last two days. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. His last hemoglobin A1c was 7.3. For breakfast, he usually eats English muffin and eggs, lunch is very small meal and dinner is usually a protein and vegetable. Notably, he failed metformin due to GI side effects.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 7.3%. My recommendation is to increase his Soliqua 30 units once daily and continue the glipizide 10 mg twice a day. Recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel in three months. Notably, the patient failed metformin therapy secondary to GI effects.

2. For his hypertension. Continue current therapy.

3. For his coronary artery disease, he had CABG surgery in 2020. He also had an MI and recommend following up with the cardiologist.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel. He is on rosuvastatin 40 mg daily.
