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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 86-year-old white female that we have followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. Latest laboratory workup that was done on 09/07/2023, showed that the patient had a serum creatinine of 1, a BUN that is 18 and the estimated GFR that is 52 mL/min. The patient has very minimal proteinuria. The albumin-to-creatinine ratio is 50.3.

2. History of hypothyroidism. The T3, T4 and TSH are within normal range.

3. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. Vitamin D levels are adequate.

4. Hyperlipidemia. Serum cholesterol is 167 with an HDL of 66 and LDL of 74.

5. Hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading is 144/70. The patient is in very stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in one year with lab work.
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
