DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. An 83-year-old white male that is a patient of Dr. Toussaint that is followed in the practice because of elevation of the microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio. The patient has been treated with the administration of Kerendia. The amount of protein in the urine is 170 mg/g of creatinine. The Kerendia is working very well. The laboratory workup shows albumin-to-creatinine ratio down to 63, protein-to-creatinine ratio as mentioned before 176. The urinalysis fails to show any hematuria. The hemoglobin is 14 and hematocrit is 42. In the comprehensive metabolic profile, the creatinine is 1.2, the BUN is 25, the estimated GFR is 58 mL/min; stable kidney function.

2. The patient has a history for rheumatoid arthritis.

3. The patient has myasthenia gravis that he is receiving infusions at home on monthly basis of immunoglobulin.

4. Arterial hypertension.

5. The patient had a fracture of thoracic and lumbar vertebrae with a lot of pain. This was after he sustained a fall post infusion of immunoglobulin while he was in Vero Beach. Because of the fracture, the patient was in the hospital 11 days. The pain has been improving. He is going to be seeing Dr. Kimber for an opinion on the back.

6. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

7. Carcinoma of the prostate. The patient had an episode of hematuria and went to see Dr. Pobi, the urologist. Cystoscopy was negative. There was no evidence of radiation cystitis.

8. Obstructive sleep apnea on CPAP.

9. Diabetes that is under control. This diabetes is related to the administration of steroids. We are going to continue with the same approach. We had a refill on the Kerendia and we are going to follow him in four months with laboratory workup.

We spent 12 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 12 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
