REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: Left leg small area of ecchymosis.

Neuro: No dizziness.

Endocrine: No polyuria or polydipsia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, oriented x3, and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 146/55, pulse 60, temperature 98.5, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left leg ecchymosis noted.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Recent sodium 139, potassium 3.4, chloride 108, CO2 20, glucose 92, BUN 27, and creatinine 1.54.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted status post fall with ambulatory dysfunction and right leg weakness.

2. She has a left leg small area of ecchymosis.

3. CKD.

4. Hypertension.

5. History of hypercalcemia.
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6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. Osteoporosis.

8. History of thyroid nodule.

PLAN: I have reviewed all the medications. Because of her ecchymosis, I will do CBC tomorrow to make sure the platelet count is okay. Care plan discussed with the patient.
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
