SUBJECTIVE: The patient has been admitted here for generalized weakness, ambulatory dysfunction, and arthritis. Today, when I saw the patient, she says she is anxious with known history of anxiety disorder but no shortness of breath. No chest pain. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 107/65, pulse 72, temperature 97.3, respiration 18, and pulse ox 99%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, cooperative, and somewhat anxious.

LABS: The lab done in August 30th, sodium 133, potassium 4.0, hemoglobin 10.8, hematocrit 32, and WBC count 5.2.
