SUBJECTIVE: No shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. She still has some discomfort in the right arm with the fracture and difficulty movement in the right arm. She is being followed by orthopedic. Today, she has no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. She also has a chronic right leg stasis dermatitis and also the left leg some irritation in the skin. No chest pain. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert, cooperative, and lying in the bed.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 105/65, pulse 65, temperature 97.6, respiration 18, and pulse ox 94%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right arm she had a shoulder sling in both lower extremity. She has right leg dermatitis with some redness of the skin but no evidence of infection. She also has an edema in the right leg and the left leg.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with ambulatory dysfunction status post fall resulted in fracture right humerus.

2. CHF.

3. Cellulitis of the right leg treated already but she does have some edema in the leg and stasis dermatitis changes.

PLAN: I have reviewed the medications and lab. We will continue all the current medications. Fall precautions at local skin care. Wound team to follow the patient for the right leg stasis dermatitis. Care plan discussed with nursing staff.
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
