History: He is 83 years old. He moved here from Tucson, Arizona to Bryan–College Station area as son Peter Minke lives here. He was under care of Dr. Kaplan at Texas Scott & White Physicians. He is here because of a rash on his upper back that radiates up all the way. His son was concerned about the rash and, when I looked at it, it was acute herpes zoster. The patient was given Valtrex in a smaller dose like one a day instead of having a big dose there and people trying to rush to get medicine. The patient had bladder cancer. They removed his whole bladder and put a urostomy tube over the belly. The wound looks clean. He states he has seen Dr. Richard Morgan recently and he will come back to see me after he gets his blood tests done. He has 27% kidney function. He does not know the number exactly of creatinine, but has been told to be very gentle when using NSAIDs. It was decided to give the antiviral at least once a month. The patient has had a urostomy over his belly since he had the bladder removal surgery for the whole body. The patient will get some new lab tests done and I will try my best to fix up his prescriptions.
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
