HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 71-year-old female patient here complaining of right arm pain in particular at her right wrist, there is some erythema there as well and it is tender to touch. Apparently, this is from an injury of six or seven months ago. It seems to be very tender. Upon further inquiry, she tells me that it is warm to the touch and showing some erythema as well. It appears to be somewhat infected.

It is very evident of the above comments just at a glance.

No other issues verbalized to me today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed, no changes.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No association of secondhand smoke. Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/64. Pulse 73. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.4. Oxygenating at 97%. Current weight 138 pounds.

HEENT: By and large, is unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Unremarkable.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that right wrist, as stated above, there is some erythema at the ulnar area distal forearm just at the wrist area. Approximate erythema is 3” x 1” and tender to the touch and warm.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cellulitis. The patient will receive Keflex 500 mg three times a day for 10 days #30. The patient will do full course of antibiotics and then return to clinic for a followup.
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
