CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 97-year-old with DM-II on Trulicity and glipizide. Quarterly A1c is reviewed with her and it is 9.4. Previous lab on 06/02/23, it was 9.6 and on 03/24/23, it was 10.8. The patient is content being in her room. She is social and can voice what she needs. 
DIAGNOSES: DM-II, HLD and bilateral lower extremity edema.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg h.s., glipizide 10 mg t.i.d. a.c., melatonin 3 mg h.s., torsemide 20 mg MWF, and Trulicity 4.5 mg SQ q. Friday.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: RCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably in room, well groomed.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels herself around in her manual wheelchair. She self transfers. She has trace LEE and moves arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x2. She can reference for date and time. Speech is clear. Affect congruent with what she is saying.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmurs, rubs, or gallop.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM-II. On current medications, A1c elevated at 9.4. We will look into what additional medication could be added to improve her current glycemic control.
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
