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1. LS, 41-year-old with possible increased blood pressure, headache and chest pain for a week. The patient had negative cardiac workup, was given metoprolol. Blood pressure was 166/108. It was brought down to normal before she left and was given a prescription for metoprolol. Please consider notifying cardiologist for anyone with chest pain over age of 35 as per hospital protocol. Left message for the patient to call back.

2. SS, is a 47-year-old woman with cough and congestion, had a positive COVID test on 09/10/23 and today has a negative COVID test. She did still have cough. Chest x-ray was negative. Treated with Tessalon Perles. She was happy with the care received.

3. DH, is a 33-year-old female with a boil on her left arm. She had a normal CBC and CMP, was given Rocephin and sent home with Keflex. The patient’s mailbox was full.

4. BA, is a 38-year-old woman with spider bite to the left arm. Diagnosed with cellulitis. Again, CBC and CMP negative. The patient declined I&D. She was treated with clindamycin. Phone number was restricted today from receiving calls.
5. ZB, is a 4-year-old child with earache, cough, and congestion. Swab tests were negative. The ear exam showed otitis media, was treated with Amoxil and sent home. Left message for mother to call back.

6. TG, is a 4-year-old child with URI. Swab tests were negative. Complained of constipation, was given medication for constipation. No CT or KUB was done. Left message for mother to call back.

7. SF, is a 91-year-old woman who presented with flu-like symptoms. They did swab test which was negative. Symptoms were upper respiratory, so no chest x-ray was done. The patient had just come back from a cruise, wanted to make sure she did not have COVID and no sign of COVID was found, sent home with conservative treatment. No answer from the patient.
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8. TB, is a 31-year-old with flu-like symptoms and had a positive swab test for strep, treated with azithromycin. The phone is disconnected at home.

9. ST, is a 25-year-old young man with abdominal pain. Swab tests were negative. CBC and CMP negative. Urine tox screen and UDS were negative. He was treated with Zofran and sent home. No CT scan was done. Please consider CT scan in all patients with abdominal pain.

ADDENDUM: The patient, LS, called back later; 41-year-old with chest pain and she wished that “Dr. Hammeke could be her PCP because she explained everything to me so well.”
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
