FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This is an 86-year-old woman on hospice with history of congestive heart failure, shortness of breath, respiratory failure, hypoxemia, obesity, and diastolic dysfunction.
The patient has a stage III renal failure, requires medication to control her volume and her fluid status. She is short of breath with any type of activity. She does have some fluid in her legs from time-to-time. Her ejection fraction last measured was around 15-18%. Her blood sugar is better controlled now given her renal insufficiency and she still continues to be short of breath with morbid obesity and she is not using CPAP most of the time. The patient is not willing to use her CPAP or oxygen especially at nighttime. The patient usually sleeps a few hours, then she wakes up and she goes back to sleep per her nurse which was interviewed today for this face-to-face evaluation. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. She has a son who sees about her and comes and checks on her from time-to-time, but she still continues help with most ADLs and has demonstrated weight loss of 5 pounds since the last face-to-face evaluation per facility records. The patient continues to be hospice appropriate given her endstage congestive heart failure and low ejection fraction and my above findings and changes mentioned above.
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
