This is a telehealth visit.

The patient is not able to come due to medical condition. She is bedridden.

Daughter stated that the patient had fever up to 100.2 at home and she was started on doxycycline 100 mg liquid once a day through GE-tube and the patient felt better for few days and started having fever again and she has mild cough without any significant sputum. The patient is high risk for aspiration and she has aspiration pneumonia in the past.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Daughter stated that the patient had no vomiting, difficulty breathing, diarrhea, leg swelling or calf swelling, or skin changes.
OBJECTIVE: Deferred due to telehealth visit.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Low grade fever.

2. History of stroke.

3. High risk for aspiration pneumonia.

PLAN: Increase doxycycline 100 mg liquid per GE-tube twice a day for one week.

Tylenol 500 mg liquid per GE-tube every four to six hours as needed for fever over 100.

I had a long discussion with daughter and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.

Follow up with infectious disease specialist.

Continue home health care and oral suctioning as needed. Also the patient is advised to elevate the head end of the bed to prevent aspiration and follow all the instructions given to her in the previous admission by speech therapist.
