Mr. Camacho is a 23-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his hypothyroidism management. He was diagnosed with hypothyroidism consistent with Hashimoto’s when he was 12 years old. The patient has Down syndrome, sleep apnea and he initially took Synthroid and then was switched to Armour Thyroid. The patient’s mother states that he was unable to tolerate Armour Thyroid and then was switched to levothyroxine 50 mcg daily. He reports dry skin, some mood swings and occasional leg swelling. His TSH was noted to be 23.6, free T4 of 0.21 and his thyroglobulin antibody level is 345.

Plan:

1. For his hypothyroidism consistent with Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, his thyroglobulin antibody level is 345. We are going to place him on brand name Synthroid 88 mcg daily and recheck the thyroid function panel prior to his return.

2. I will also check a TPO antibody level and a followup thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess his Hashimoto’s.

3. The patient was advised to take medication on empty stomach with water and we will plan on rechecking the labs prior to his return.
