PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She does have chronic sinusitis and gastroesophageal reflux disease.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy, tonsillectomy, hernia, and tummy tuck. She has breast implants, gastric bypass and had a procedure done to her ankle as well.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: All in the chart and reviewed.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/67. Pulse 74. Respirations 16. Temperature 96.6. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 167 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, left side is worse than right. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy. No thyromegaly. Trachea midline.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute otitis media. The patient will receive amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days and a Medrol Dosepak to be taken as directed.

2. She is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor her symptoms, and then return to clinic or call me if needed.
