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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2020, the patient was in Australia.  The patient was in a seven-ton vehicle.  The patient was sitting in the back.  The patient tells me that another truck, hit his truck.  The patient tells me that he hit his head against another person’s helmet.  The patient tells me that he had immediately loss of consciousness.  He blacked out for about 10 seconds.  The patient has severe head pain when he woke-up.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has lightheadedness.  The patient has seen doctor that day.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.
Since then, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has difficulty staying asleep.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has concentration difficulties.
The patient is currently in construction.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to focus at work.  The patient has severe headaches.  The headache also effecting with concentration and focus at work.  The patient has difficulty to work long periods of times because of his symptoms.
MoCA examination today score is 27/30.  The patient missed three on delay recall.
This is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2020, the patient was in Australia.  The patient was sitting in the back of the vehicle.  His vehicle was hit by another vehicle.  During the accident, the patient tells me that his head hit another person’s helmet.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for 10 seconds.  The patient tells me that he has significant headache, confusion, disorientation when he woke up.  The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with concussion at that time.  Since the incident, the patient has chronic daily headaches difficulty to concentrate.  Difficulty to focus.  Difficulty to stay asleep at night.  He has insomnia symptoms.  MoCA examination, the patient missed three of the five on delay recall.  The patient since had difficulty with delay recall.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The chronic headaches, insomnia symptoms, difficulty focus, difficulty concentrate are signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
