Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right knee no redness and no swelling. Scar has significantly healed.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. He has dysarthria with right side weakness due to previous traumatic brain injury.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Recent right knee septic arthritis.

2. Ambulatory dysfunction.

3. Traumatic brain injury with right-sided weakness.

4. Recent DVT due to aspiration pneumonia that has significantly improved. No cough. No congestion.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff.
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
