CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after emergency room discharge.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that four days ago she had significant headache and it lasted for 15 to 20 minutes after that the patient was started having stiffness on the arms and legs and she could not move. Her husband was home and took the patient to the urgent care from there she was taken to the emergency room. In the ER, the patient has CT scan of the brain which did not show any acute changes and after that it was described as migraine type headache, but the patient was also under stress lately and the patient stated that her sister also has similar episodes and she takes at time anxiety medications.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
