CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with lesion right neck and right posterior thigh for the past eight days. She states that they are slightly pruritic. She states the lesion on her legs started like a pimple.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Noted to be an oval lesion right posterolateral neck x 3 cm with clearing of center with active border, mostly noted excoriated inflamed lesion to right posterior thigh measuring 1 x 3 cm without purulence or evidence of cellulitis.

IMPRESSION: Tinea corporis, right neck, possibly impetigo right thigh.
PLAN: The patient was given Lotrimin cream to use on neck and mupirocin and Z-PAK antibiotic to take for lesion on thigh with instructions to follow up with pediatrician in the next few days if not clearing.
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
