This is an 88-year-old gentleman, currently on Millennium Hospice with diagnosis of pancreatic cancer. This 88-year-old gentleman with pancreatic cancer is showing signs of increased confusion, memory loss, sleeping now 18-20 hours a day, bedbound.  The patient has a KPS score of 40%. Total bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependency, weakness profound, anxiety at times requiring lorazepam and also medications for controlling his pain.  The lack of decreased protein intake in particular has caused ulcerations stage II in the left buttock.  He requires position changing to keep these ulcers from worsening or develop more ulcers in the future.  He has decrease in appetite, not able to tolerate protein shakes, protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia and expected to live less than six months. Hence. the patient remains hospice appropriate with worsening condition and significant decline in his pancreatic cancer.
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
