Dear Dr. Ferguson
This is a followup for Mrs. Jones with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  Back pain, evaluated in the emergency room.  CAT scan negative for fracture, short course of narcotics, already discontinued.  Also wearing a brace on the right wrist and a cane.  Feel again like a month ago tripped.  No loss of consciousness.  She blames her shoes were too big.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  She has an AV fistula left upper extremity without stealing syndrome or discolor of the fingers.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medication:  Medication list reviewed.  Diuretics, Lasix, potassium, anticoagulated Eliquis, diabetes and cholesterol management, Coreg and hydralazine.  No inflammatory agents.  No narcotics.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 172 pounds.  Blood pressure 144/60.  Bilateral JVD.  No rales, wheezes, consolidation or pleural effusion.  No respiratory distress.  Oxygenation room air 94%.  Irregular rhythm.  No pericardial rub.  Rate less than 90.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema.  Evidence of left-sided weakness from prior stroke.
Labs: Chemistries September, creatinine 2.7 stable overtime with the present GFR 17 stage IV.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.3.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.

2. CHF without decompensation.  Continue diuretics and potassium replacement.

3. Anticoagulated for atrial fibrillation and rate controlled Coreg.
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4. Anemia without external bleeding.  EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.
5. Presently, normal potassium and acid base.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition.  Continue chemistries on a regular basis.
6. AV fistula opened on the left-sided.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
