She has a nebulizer treatment p.r.n. order, but she asked me if she can use an albuterol inhaler in between. When I saw the patient she is sitting in the chair. No acute distress.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/80, pulse 80, temperature 90.1, respiration 18, and pulse ox 99%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Healed left leg wound and no evidences of redness or cellulitis.

Neuro: She is awake and alert but she is forgetful.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Episode earlier mild wheezing. Currently, she is much better but at this point known history of asthma/COPD. We will give her albuterol inhaler two puffs q.4-6h. p.r.n. if needed and this was also discussed with nursing staff.

2. Coronary artery disease.

3. Ambulatory dysfunction.

4. Generalized weakness.

5. Cognitive impairment.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications and inhaler as ordered. Discussed with nursing staff.
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
