History: Ms. Soto was advised to come in. I advised Ms. Soto that she was one of my patients with serious problems that needed to be followed by me. The patient states she understands that. She gave me the history of brain aneurysm and clipping of aneurysm six to seven years ago. The patient had no insurance and had big bills. So, the patient did not go back to the surgeon who operated on the brain aneurysm. It was difficult to see the neurologist locally because he is just leaving town. Because she has had brain aneurysm, I sent her to Dr. Toussaint, the neurosurgeon. Initially, was examined and the neurosurgeon finally ended up ordering CT angiogram of the brain that showed two small new aneurysms. They advised the patient to go to the same surgeon, Dr. Benardete at Temple, Texas. The patient has an appointment on 11/16/23. The patient states she has been put on the cancelation list that in case somebody cancels she will get an earlier appointment. The patient states nothing new has happened since she last saw me. She does have spells where she drops things. She is still going to work. She drives herself. She is not in any acute distress with headaches, nausea or vomiting or syncopal spells. The patient was given Fluad flu shot. The patient was also having problems with bradycardia and PVCs. So, I had referred the patient to cardiology, Dr. Mays had seen the patient and suggested that we have room to wait as far as PVCs are concerned, but she also did PAD testing on her because she is a smoker and was found to have lot of blockage in her left leg and she is planning to have surgery done on 10/10/23 or cleaning up of the plaques on 10/10/23. I told her we will need serial visits. The patient will be seen in the office in a month. Several issues discussed with the patient.
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
