The patient states she has two sons and two daughter-in-laws and four grandchildren. She has even lost one son. She states she feels she does not care if they cremate her or bury her, she would prefer cremation versus burial. She states she even has a plot and she told her children that she could care the least about that. She states if something simple measure is necessary for her to live she would go for it, but if it takes anything more that she has to be on life support she is against it. She states she has had a full life. She states she makes notes every day even though she does not have something official. She has notes that she has discussed with both her sons and daughter-in-laws her wishes, which will be carried out accordingly. She has no problem with memory. Clock drawing is good. She still has problems with colostomy. She states she has to eat potatoes for her to have some formed bowel movements. It is when the bowel movement is not formed that the colostomy leaks and she has the problems. Otherwise, she really has no problem. Overall, she has gained weight. She is well dressed. Her med list included thyroid and diabetes medicines and cholesterol medicine and cilostazol for PVD. The patient is overall doing well. She states she gets very upset when the insurance calls and tells her that they are going to send some nurse at home to check her blood pressure and all and the patient states that is waste of money and that she does not care. She does not want to do mammograms no matter what; I am reiterating this, and she has informed Humana of about. I will see her in the office in a month as I have ordered some labs on her today.
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
