History: Jonathan is a 28-year-old white male who has attention deficit disorder. He has seen Dr. Dhaduk in the past, but recently because of some problems that Dr. Dhaduk cannot write ADD prescriptions, the patient has transferred his care here. He was treated as a new patient and all the workup was done. The patient does have some anxiety as well as attention deficit. He came today stating he has applied to the disability services at A&M. He is studying history major and geography minor at Texas A&M. He is classified junior. He states he is asking for disability on basis of attention deficit for accommodations needing more time for the test. He was also talking about placing him in a different setting instead of the classroom. I told him I am not aware of those kinds of things, but I would love to help him for timing, accommodations and he stated that will be fine. He did not bring a typed letter today as to what was the requirement of A&M for accommodation and I told him to bring me all the necessary paperwork, I will review it and then give him the letter and there may be a charge for the letter. The patient states he understands that. He states he has paid for the course for LSAT. It is live course starting 10/08/23 and ending in February and then he takes his LSAT. The patient states he is all ready to go to law school once he graduates from A&M. The patient is on Adderall XR 30 mg a day. So, I tried to read the letter on his phone and it is too long a letter with too many attachments that we need to have him bring the printed letter along with the specific things that are necessary for A&M to get accommodations and I will try my best to write that letter. The patient understands plan of treatment. This was a lengthy visit. His generic prescription Adderall XR 30 mg was given to him and, on the way out, the patient stated his insurance had told him that he could get a brand name of Adderall too and I told him that usually insurance only pays for generics, they will only give Adderall if you were allergic to generic or if the generic did not work for him, but if he wants particularly brand name, we can try passing it on as brand name on his next visit. So, lot of problems that he is having were discussed and we will see him in the office in a month.
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
