History: Dr. Baley is a busy veterinarian; she specialized in veterinary acupuncture and I do not see her may be more than once or twice a year. When I saw her several months ago for a physical, we gave her a slip for mammograms and a Cologuard. The Cologuard test was positive. We contacted the patient and the patient had colonoscopy done and noted to have seven polyps. She states she still has to go for the mammograms. She called stating she was in San Antonio for a conference and she got sick. She states she has no fever, but she has flushing of the face, she has generalized body aches and her COVID test is positive. I discussed at length the treatment of COVID-19 infection since she is feeling sick with Paxlovid versus Lagevrio; the second drug that is available. I told her I have good results with patients using Paxlovid and the patient understands that. So, she wants Paxlovid. Side effects discussed. She does not have renal failure. So, she can get the regular dose. The patient wanted the medicine sent to CVS in Waller, Texas. The patient gave me the phone number. My staff will call the pharmacy and get the fax number and we will send it to pharmacy of her choice. I told her to contact me if she is not feeling better. The patient understands that. She states she will go to the ER if things get worse. I asked her what her pulse oximetry was and she stated her pulse oximetry was 96% and overall she had been feeling good without any problems. So, the patient’s problems are COVID-19 infection. The patient states she does not feel bad enough to go to the hospital. She has no shortness of breath. She has no chest pain. She had generalized body aches and the test is positive. She just has some cough, but mostly it is dry cough. I encouraged her to keep a followup visit in a week.
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
