HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 27-year-old female patient here. She complains of having stomachache, had some nausea and vomiting; it just started yesterday.
The patient denies any other symptoms. There is no chest pain or shortness of breath. She carries on her normal voiding and bowel movements. There is no pain upon urination. There is no flank pain. She is urinating normally. No fever or chills.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Synovial carcinoma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Depo birth control.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last menstrual cycle, she tells me she has not had one in a while because she is on birth control; the birth control is the Depo injections. Occasionally, she will drink socially. She does drink alcohol on occasion. Nonsmoker. Negative for drugs.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/78. Pulse 95. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.8. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 134 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present, a bit hyperactive.
LABORATORY DATA: None given today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Gastroenteritis. The patient will be given Rocephin 1 g as an injection to be followed by Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. for three days #6 and will be given Zofran 4 mg three times a day p.r.n. nausea #12.

2. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if needed.
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
