HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 29-year-old female patient here complaining of left-sided facial pain and swelling. She has had this for approximately two meals. She states it hurts when she eats any type of food and has to chew. She is not taking any medications for relief.
No other issues verbalized to me today. No fevers. No shortness of breath. No body aches or chills. Normal voiding and bowel movements.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy and a surgical procedure to her left arm.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Negative.
ALLERGIES: TYLENOL.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/65. Pulse 69. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 96% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Normal tympanic membrane display. No erythema. Canals are clear. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. However, in her mouth on the left side the rear molar, it appears with much erythema, is very suspicious for tooth abcess or cellulitis. The patient will see her dentist in another two weeks.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Left side facial cellulitis. The patient will receive amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days #20. She is going to monitor her symptoms and then return to clinic or call if needed.
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
